Penitentiary-proctors in the Late Middle Ages (13" — 16" century)

In the course of the thirteenth century, the papal administration expanded at a rapid pace, and the
apostolic successor created the office of the Penitentiary, entitted to grant a great number of
ecclesiastical restrictions. In the centuries that followed, a considerable part of the tasks involving the
dispensation of grace fell into competence of this office. The growth of business made ist transaction a
more elaborate affair for those engaged in it. In a sense, the office of penitentiary-proctor came to the
rescue of men faced with the greater frequency and complexity of business at the curia.

A proctor (or procurator) was an individual formaly empowered, within certain limits, to transact
business on behalf of another. He obtainded dispensations and other spiritual favours from the
penitentiary.

Little attention has been paid to the role of penitentiary-proctors. Their more official duties, as well as
the promotion of their clients’ interest behind the scenes, will be discussed, and an attempt will be
made to describe the careers of these men on the basis of Vatican sources (13"-16" century).
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
